CSMP DOWNLOAD / UPLOAD PROCEDURES

A. Downloading a CSMP File From Ship’s Force 3M System: 

SNAP System:

1. Open SNAP 

2. Select MAINTENANCE 

3. Open MDS 

4. Select F1 

5. Select PF9 CSMP REPORTING PROCESS 

6. Select PF5 PRODUCE CSMP REPORT TAPE OF ALL DEFERRED ACTIONS 

7. Open SMS 

8. Select PROPER QUEUE

9. Select PF4 OUTPUT MOVE TO FLOPPY QUEUE 

10. Select GO TO FLOPPY QUEUE 

11. Move file to FTP 

12. Move file to floppy disk or email to INSURV POC.

MICRO-SNAP System:

1. Open MICRO-SNAP.

2. Select SYSTEM MANAGEMENT SYSTEM. 

3. Select INPUT/OUTPUT.

4. Select OUTPUT OPERATIONS. 

5. Select FLOPPY DISK. 

6. Select DUPLICATE UP LINE REPORT OF ALL REVIEWED ACTIONS. 

7. Enter "Y" in "SI" column. 

8. Select OUTPUT SELECTED FILES.

9. Enter  "N" and "Y". 

10. Move file to floppy disk or email to INSURV POC.

OMMS-NG System:

1. From the menu bar on main OMMS-NG screen, select MANAGEMENT>SYSTEM ADMINISTRATOR>SERVER PROCESSING. (The START SERVER PROCESSING screen will appear).

2. Select CSMP REPORT OF ALL DEFERRED WORK CANDIDATES.

3. Double-click the letter icon or select TOOLS>MESSAGES from main screen menu bar to open Message Browser, listing all mail in your mailbox.

4. Open the up-line completion message by double-clicking its subject line, note the file name, and close the message.

5. Close the Message Browser window.

6. From main menu bar, select MANAGEMENT>SYSTEM ADMINISTRATOR>DOWNLOAD SERVER FILES.

7. Enter file name recorded from up-line completion message (step 4 above) and click OK. This moves file from UNIX server to your hard drive (c:\Program Files\ntcss\OMSCL\data\ftp).

8. Go to directory, c:\Program Files\ntcss\OMSCL\data\ftp, select CSMP file downloaded in step 7 above, copy to floppy disk or email to INSURV POC.

B. Uploading the INSURV CSMP (MM0001) Export Into the Ship’s System: 

SNAP System:

1. Open SNAP 

2. Select MAINTENANCE DATA SYSTEM MENU 

3. Select PF10 SUBSYSTEM MANAGER FUNCTIONS 

4. Select PF1 OFF SHIP PRODUCED CSMP ACTION PROCESSING 

5. Select PF11 UPLOAD JOBS FROM PC DISK FILE TO BE ADDED TO THE CSMP 

Note: Ensure that the INSURV CSMP upload file is named “CSMP.TXT”

6. Select the drive letter that CSMP file is in (A if on disk or C if file was transferred to 3M coordinators laptops FTP file) 

7. 3M Coordinator enters his USER-ID and PASSWORD 

8. Select Option 3 PROCESS AN INSURV TAPE 

9. Have 3M Coordinator review new work candidates, (INSURV entries have an R in the front of the JSN number)

OMMS-NG System:

1. Start OMMS-NG

2. Copy INSURV CSMP Upload file into the folder: “C:/Program Files/NTCSS/OMMSCL/DATA/FTP”  on the OMMS-NG computer terminal

3. Go to SERVER PROCESSES

4. Select BULK LOAD

5. Select INPUT FILE NAME 

6. Enter the INSURV CSMP Upload file’s name, with the file extension “.txt”
7. Select SOURCE OF INPUT, “INSURV”

8. Select SUBMIT

(OMMS-NG processing may take several minutes)


UPON COMPLETION OF THE BULK LOAD PROCESS
1. Open the Import Corrections Queue (Management>System Administration>Import Corrections). Confirm no input errors. If errors are present repair the error by following the on screen guidance.  
Upload INSURV Deficiencies Into Ship’s Micro-SNAP System:

1. Start Micro-SNAP

2. Select ORGANIZATIONAL MAINTENANCE MGT SYSTEM MENU

3. Select SUBSYSTEM MANAGER FUNCTIONS

4. Select OFF SHIP PRODUCED CSMP ACTION PROCESSING

5. Select READ DISK CONTAINING JOBS TO ADDED TO CSMP

6. Select FLOPPY DISK

7. Select the file name for processing

8. Select CONTINUE PROCESSING

9. Select PROCESS A DISK WITH BOTH WORK CENTERS AND JSNs

10. After loading review work centers for INSURV JSNs (start with “R”)
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
