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(RPPO) GUIDE

FOREWORD

The goal of this guide is to provide SNAP II and OPTIMIZED (R-Supply & 

OMMS-NG) systems user and middle manager an overview of the functions which are critical to transacting the daily business of the afloat supply operation automated with SNAP II and Optimized systems. The guide provides relevant information of 3M and Supply interface. This guide is designed to assist the RPPO and Storekeeper in processing transactions and updating records in SNAP II or OPTIMIZED database. It also provides the Supply Officer with a management tool that he can use to monitor “pulse points” of the Supply Department.  
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1.  Introduction

The Repair Part Petty Officer (RPPO) today requires basic knowledge of supply procedures and the SNAP II/OPTIMIZED systems to properly function his assigned task.  The manual logs and forms are no longer required to perform the RPPO functions.  All records are now maintained in the SNAP II/OPTIMIZED database and can be viewed and extracted when required.  This guide will provide detailed procedures and policies for executing the responsibilities of the division/work center RPPO.

SNAP II/OPTIMIZED system allows access to various data elements in performing the job of division/work center RPPO, allowing job assignments to be completed more accurately and expeditiously.  It provides more responsive and flexible facilities for generating required documentations than the old process of maintaining manual logs and filling out forms (i.e. Fleet COSAL Feedback Report, OPNAV 4790/2K and OPNAV 4790/CK).

This guide outlines and explains the function and importance of configuration reports, configuration records, the sequence of events when submitting a configuration change

(OPNAV/4790.CK), and outlines the Ship Configuration and Logistics Support Information System (SCLSIS).

As a divisional/work center RPPO, you will need access OMMS/OMMS-NG Maintenance Data Systems (MDS) as well as Supply functions in SNAP II Supply or R-Supply. Under Supply functions, you should obtain level 5 (Work Center Supervisor (WC)) access if you will be responsible for more than one work center or level 6 (Work Center Technician) if you are responsible for one work center. Both OMMS and Supply access is required in order to perform your duties as RPPOI. Remember, you should be able to display and update information relative only to the work center(s) you are granted access to by the 3M Coordinator and Senior SK/Supply Officer. If you believe your access is inadequate, these are the people who can grant the required access.  

2.  Maintenance Action Reporting 

The first step in reporting a new maintenance action (2K/Work Candidate) is by equipment identification. Equipment identification can be done in many ways. Equipment can be identified by SWAB (Ship Work Authorization Boundary) which identifies and separates shipboard systems and equipments by their functions, APL (Allowance Parts List) number which provides equipment identification and parts data, Equipment/System Designator (i.e. AN/WSN-5), APL numbering system (first 2 numbers of an APL, i.e. 88 = Valve, 34 = Starters, 01 = Pumps, Engines = 66, etc.), Valve Mark or Electronic Symbol Number that identifies equipment marking and assigned symbol number, Name Plate Data, TECH-MAN information, etc. The most common equipment identification used by the fleet is by APL and Nameplate Data identification supported by applicable Technical Manual. A 2K or Work Candidate must be generated in order to order a repair part to fix down or damaged equipment. 

3. Order Maintenance Related Parts

A maintenance action (2K or Work Candidate) will be submitted and processed when ordering parts from an APL display, ordering parts not listed on the APL and ordering maintenance related materials (item listed in MRC, SPMIG, etc.).  You can order parts in the following ways:

· after adding a maintenance action

· after changing/modifying a maintenance action

· from a job summary display

The ability to order repair parts and maintenance related materials is dependent upon the access level to the system. It is advisable that the access level required is in place prior to

generating a maintenance action to facilitate smooth process. Problems with system access must be addressed to the divisional LCPO, 3MC and S-1 LCPO/Supply Officer for resolution.

Select PF1 (Maintenance) to initiate a 2K-maintenance action request.
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PF1 – PF4 functions can be used to add/modify maintenance actions and order parts.
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PF2 function used to identify equipment by APL and to add a new maintenance action 
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The above function provides APL/AEL Summary List. The Allowance Parts List (APL) or Allowance Equipage List (AEL) is a technical and supply support document prepared by NAVICP for individual equipments/components, list the equipment identification, parts data (APL) and consumable data (AEL). The AEL lists items that should be carried or recommended to be carried as Operating Space Items (OSI). Note: AEL should not be used to order repair parts and items listed on an AEL should not be ordered as repair parts. 
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PF1 – PF2 & PF7 will be used when ordering parts. Ship Force Work List  (SFWL) Action should not be used for ordering parts. SFWL should be used for no-maintenance related jobs (i.e. Painting, etc.).
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Blocks 6 – 9 and 25 are mandatory fields that need to be filled out with correct data.
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Description of problem
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POCs of assigned job.
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Screens MDS137 – MDS143 is utilized in maintenance action request processing and will assign a Job Sequence Number (JSN) in SNAP CSMP Log when processing is complete. The assigned JSN is used to order repair parts than can be issued from the storeroom or ordered offline as 

Direct Turnover (DTO) material. 
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PF1 – PF4 options can be used to order repair parts. 
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 This screen  (MDS200) will advise the RPPO whether or not the material is carried onboard.

OPTIMIZED OMMS-NG Repair Parts Ordering: 
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Select option “New” to initiate a Work Candidate

Select “Work Candidate” to start processing maintenance action. 
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Most common function used to open a “Work Candidate” is using the APL number.
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Configuration Item selected with applicable APL number.
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Mandatory identification data field in “RED” check mark to be filled out. Can be filled out using the drop down menu and select the applicable category. 
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Mandatory deferral data field in “RED” check mark to be filled out. Can be filled out using the drop down menu to select the applicable category.
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Mandatory completion data field in “RED” check mark to be filled out. Can be filled out using the drop down menu to select the applicable category.
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Click on “Parts” option to order repair parts
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APL parts data screen. Highlight the part required and double click to order the part.
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Input the quantity to be ordered and select the urgency of need (UND) in the UND drop down menu with “RED” check mark.

Note: Do not order quantity in excess of the Quantity Per Application (Qty Per App) otherwise it will be rejected by S-1 Personnel. If more than the QPA is required ensure to check with S-1 LPO/LCPO for review/approval and the requirement must be justified prior to processing request. 
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To complete the transaction in OMMS-NG click “Apply”. 
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Transaction is completed in OMMS-NG and ready to be submitted to R-Supply. Click “YES” to submit transaction to R-Supply. 
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This screen will be used when the part being ordered is not listed on the APL.

No Fleet COSAL Feedback Report (FCFBR) is required to be submitted for parts not listed on the APL. Requirements are coded with source code of “G (Part Not Listed on APL) and will be automatically submitted to NAVSEALOGCEN via the CSMP upline reporting conducted twice a week by 3MC. 
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This screen shows that the material request has been processed in R-Supply and

a request number has been assigned. The item will be issued from stock if it is available or will be ordered offline if material is Not Carried (NC) or Not In Stock (NIS). 

4.  Order Non-Maintenance Related Parts (Consumables)

A maintenance action is not required when ordering “CONSUMABLE” materials and materials listed on an AEL (i.e. Rags, Paint, Cleaning Gear, Paper products, etc.). Ordering of consumables can be done directly in the SNAP II/OPTIMIZED maintenance system utilizing functionality of  “Order Non-Maintenance Related Supplies”.

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OPTIMIZED OMMS-NG Non-Related Maintenance Ordering:
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Select Management > Order Non-Maintenance Supplies
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Select NIIN or Part Number when ordering material
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If you select NIIN, enter the NIIN and update the blocks with RED check marks with correct data provided in the drop down menu. Fill in remarks block when required then click “Order” to continue.

When the transaction is complete it will provide a request number for the item ordered for tracking purposes.

Note: Purchase of Electrical or Electronic items. Since SERVMART supports afloat and ashore activities, shoppers are cautioned on purchase of electrical or electronic items. Before authorizing the purchase of any operating space item that will require the use of ships electrical power, it is the responsibility of the RPPO’s work center supervisor/division head and ship’s Electrical Officer to ensure that the shopper is aware of the limitations in the use of any ungrounded power equipment.  Upon return to the ship, any and all electrically powered items must be presented to the Electrical Shop or the Electronic Shop for approval and/or tagging in accordance with existing shipboard Electrical Safety Regulations.  

5.  Requirements Review

Review of requirements by RPPO is necessary to ensure requirements submitted (requirements with assigned requisition numbers and requirements awaiting requisitioning or storeroom issue) are processed in a timely manner, followed-up or cancelled when required. Access to SNAP II Supply and Financial Management (SFM) and Relational Supply (R-SUP) is required to review requirements on line.

SNAP II Requirements Review Process:
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In SFM, select PF1 - Requirements
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PF1 – Generate Requirements
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PF1 – Display Requisition Status
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Screen SFM268 will show status of requisition.

R-Supply Requirements Review Process:
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Log > Technical Edit > Requirements Review
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On this screen selection options are Department, Division, Work Center, Request Number, JCN and All (for all work centers) and the type of transactions to be considered.  
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Log > Requisitioning> Status> Supply. This path will lead you to search or view status of a requisition.  
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This screen will allow you to search a document or view status of a document.

6.  Produce RPPO Reports

RPPO required reports could be extracted in SNAP II SFM and R-SUP. These reports will provide a snapshot status of requirements submitted. These reports should be used to monitor status of requirements, to request follow-up assistance from the SKs and will be used when conducting the monthly material obligation validation (MOV). Access to SNAP II Supply and Financial Management (SFM) and Relational Supply (R-SUP) is required to generate RPPO required reports.

How To Run SNAP II SFM Reports:
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Select PF1 - Requirements
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PF5 – Requirements/Requisition File Listings
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PF1 – Outstanding Requisition Listing
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This screen allows you to select what sequence the Outstanding Requisition Listing is produced in. Change the “Y/N” indicators to reflect the desired sequence of the report.

8.  Supply/Maintenance Forms, Publication, Identification and Usage

Numerous supply/maintenance forms and publications will be used by the RPPOs when requesting material services from Supply, documenting configuration change, processing surveys, reporting material discrepancies, validating name plate data and parts allowance, etc. The below forms and publications will be used by RPPOs:

NAVSUP Form   1250-1 (Requisition Document): Information from NAVSUP 1250-1 is utilized in a variety of ways. The 3M System uses information from 1250-1 in determining the Best Replacement Factor (BRF) that affects parts allowance. It is vitally important that all information entered on the 1250-1 via the 2K processing in OMMS/OMMS.NG is correct.

A common error occurs when the wrong APL number is used when processing a maintenance action and ordering parts (i.e. an Allowance Component List (ACL) APL was used vice using the actual APL listed on the ACL APL itself. An ACL APL can be identified by “CL” as the last 2 characters of the APL. 

As an RPPO, a good question to ask is “Is the required item actually listed on the APL I have used in processing the maintenance action?” If not, it is generally for one or two reasons: 
 
either you have cited a wrong APL number or you have detected a maintenance significant item that is not listed on the APL. In either case, corrective action is required. 

NAVSUP Form 1250-2 (Non-Standard Open Purchase Document):  The NAVSUP 1250-2 is a dual purpose document for use by afloat activities to requisition Non-NSN/Part Numbered items from the Navy supply sources. It can also be used to record and report demand/usage data

when required. This form will be used to purchase items valued at  $2500.00-above. Items below $2500.00 will be purchased using the Government Purchase Card (GPC). The form is a combination of DD Form 1348-6 and NAVSUP 1250-1. Use of the form allows afloat supply personnel to requisition on a single document instead of completing a separate NAVSUP Form 1250-1 and a DD Form 1348-6 for each item. The NAVSUP 1250-2 will be used by afloat activities and only at Navy supply activities. It is not approved for use outside the Navy supply system.

DD Form 1149 (Requisition and Receipt Document): A DD 1149 will be prepared for procurement of only that material excluded from MILSTRIP requisitioning and material for which another procurement document is not specified.  It also maybe used to requisition repairs or rentals of laborsaving services, repairs of other equipage items, dry cleaning/renovation services, etc. as prescribed by the Leading SK/Supply Officer or repair facility. When use of the DD Form 1149 is appropriate, it will be limited to a single page. 

DD Form 200 (Survey Document): Despite the physical security and quality control safeguards established by the Navy activities in their management of government property, discrepancies may occur between material physically on-hand and property book balances. If investigation and research do not resolve the discrepancies, A Report Of Survey (DD Form 200) will be prepared to adjust the property book balances to reflect physical quantities on-hand. Specific criteria requiring preparation of the DD Form 200 is provided in NAVSUP P-485, paragraph 5125-5134. However, as an RPPO you will most likely be required to prepare a Report of Survey for lost or damaged items with a unit price dollar value of $6,000.00 or greater. In general, DO NOT destroy, discard, or cannibalize unserviceable material until you have notified Supply to determine if a Report of Survey is required.

DD Form 1348-1A (Turn-in, Requisition, and Receipt Document):  The DD Form 1348-1A is an issue/receipt release document (IRRD) that supersedes the DD Form 1348-1. The IRRD is designed to be used with shipboard scanner equipment when available. The 1348-1A is also a multifaceted document, used as a material turn-in document (i.e. DLR, HM/HW, etc.) and receipt document. 

Allowance Change Request  (ACR for non-DLR and ACR-Fixed for DLR):  The Allowance Change Request (NAVSUP 1220-2) will be used to request revision to the initial shipboard repair part allowance in order to properly support shipboard systems due to ship’s dynamic operating environment. However, request for a DLR allowance change will be conducted using the ACR-F and must be submitted via naval message to TYCOM/NAVICP.       

OPNAV 4790/2K Maintenance Action Form:  OPNAV 4790.2K is maintenance action form used to report a deferred, completed maintenance or maintenance action completed as a CK. The 2K or Work Candidate is processed via SNAP OMMS or OMMS-NG. Items 2 and 3 address the processing of a maintenance action via SNAP OMMS or OMMS-NG. The 2K manual form is still used when SNAP/OMMS-NG systems are down.  

Note: Submission of 2K/work request will be conducted IAW procedures provided in paragraph 3.

OPNAV 4790/CK Configuration Change:  A configuration change should be processed via SNAP (OMMS-MDS) or OPTIMIZED (OMMS-NG) systems when a new equipment/system is installed move, removed, modified, or when there is no evidence of COSAL support found. A configuration change can be processed easily by submitting a configuration change form (OPNAV 4790.CK) or through automated processing via SNAP or OPTIMIZED system.

Note: Submission of CK will be conducted IAW procedures provided in paragraph 3.

STD Form 364 (Report of Discrepancies Document) or SDR (Supply Discrepancy Report):

Material discrepancies are divided into two categories: The first category includes discrepancies, such as overages, shortages, damages, incorrect or non-receipt of material. These discrepancies are normally attributable to the activity that shipped the material or the transportation system. 

The second category includes material quality discrepancies. In this category, the material received cannot be used for its intended purpose because it does not meet form, fit, or function requirements (i.e. faulty electron tubes or incorrect valve mounting plates).  These discrepancies are attributable to the manufacturing or repair activity or incorrect specifications.

The purpose of discrepancy reporting is to identify, correct and prevent further discrepancies. Reporting of discrepancies will be documented using the STD 364 or SDR (new form) by the receiving activity and submitted to the shipping activity including contractors, manufacturers or vendors. 

STD Form 368, Quality Deficiency Report (QDR):  Quality deficient material is material received which cannot be used for its intended purpose because it does not meet form, fit, or function requirements. Faulty electron tubes or incorrect valve mounting plates are examples of quality deficiencies. The primary purpose of reporting quality deficient material is to provide feedback to activities responsible for design, development, purchasing, supply, maintenance, and contract administration. With this, the process of determining the cause of deficiency, correcting the deficiency, and initiating action to prevent recurrence can be undertaken. The Navy Fleet Material Support Office (FMSO) will monitor all action initiated in response to QDR and provide disposition instruction to all activities concerned.

QDR is categorized as follows:

   Category                   Definition

      I                              A product quality deficiency which may cause death, injury or severe occupational                   

                                     illness; which would cause loss or major damage to a weapon system; which  

                                     directly restricts the combat readiness capability of the using organization; or

                                     which results in a production line stoppage.

      II                             A product quality deficiency which does not meet the criteria set forth in Category 

                                      I.

QDRs will be submitted to one of the three QDR Screening Points listed in NAVSUP P-485 paragraph

4274-6 within one (1) day after discovery for Category I or within three (3) days after discovery for category II. Other processing procedures are delineated in NAVSUP P-485 paragraph 4270.4/5. 

FEDLOG (Federal Logistics Guide):  FEDLOG is a logistics information system that allows a user to retrieve information from the Federal Logistics Information System (FLIS) databases quickly and easily. The user can find management (i.e. STD Price/NET Price, COG, NOMEN, etc.), part number, supplier, freight, characteristics data, and substitutes for an NSN, or find an NSN to go with any of the other pieces of information the user might have.  
GDAPL (General Distribution Allowance Parts List):  The GDAPL was developed to consolidate Navy Hull, Mechanical & Electrical (HME), Electronics (ELEX), Ordnance (ORD), Mobile/Trident equipment APLS/AELs, Electronics Section B data and Master Index APLs/AELs (MIAPL) into one database and to build GDAPL CD ROMs for distribution to the fleet via subscription. The GDAPL CD ROM also include Aircraft and Recovery Equipments (ALRE) produced by Navy Inventory Control Point (NAVICP). The GDAPL CD ROM offers a variety of access and retrieval capabilities providing a convenient and efficient means for obtaining data previously available through microfiche products. 

The GDAPL allows the user to cross a NIIN/PN/TECHMAN to an APL/AEL and enables identification and validation of an item using the options available by APL, P/N, NOMEN, NIIN, CAGE, and MIAPL. A hard copy APL/AEL can be printed and in the overlay format similar to a hard copy APL listed in part II of COSAL.

Afloat Shopping Guide (ASG):  The Afloat Shopping Guide is now distributed to the fleet via subscription in a CD ROM format. The ASG is designed to assist the ship’s personnel in identifying the NSN items that are most frequently requested by ships. It includes a detailed description of each item and a specific code to designate items carried by Mobile Logistic Support Force (MLSF) ships. It also includes specifications for illustrations or diagrams of many types of material. 

9.  Material Obligation Validation (MOV)
MOV is a process conducted by Supply (S-1) to review all outstanding requisitions if still required or no longer required by cognizant work centers. As maintenance actions are completed, the parts necessary to complete those maintenance actions should have been requisitioned, received and issued. Once a job is completed, the requirement for those repair parts no longer exists. A good Supply/3M interface coupled with an active MOV program can assist the maintenance personnel or RPPOs in canceling outstanding part requisitions for a job already completed. This also assists S-1 personnel in processing cancellation requests on time (must be submitted ASAP to prevent from receiving BA (being release for shipment) status). Every dollar cancelled through MOV and confirmed cancellation received is a dollar available for another JCN or other material. The Material Outstanding File (MOF) in JCN sequence (SNAP II ships), MOF in Closed JCNs (R-Supply Ships) and the Repair Parts Petty Officer (RPPO) Log can identify jobs that are closed or no longer in CSMP.

11.  Ship Configuration Logistics Support Information System (SCLSIS)


The Ship Configuration and Logistic Support Information System (SCLSIS) was established as the central authority within the Navy for integrated ship configuration status accounting information. The Weapons Systems File (WSF) at NAVICP Mechanicsburg, PA and SCLSI database at Indian Head, MD. called Configuration Data Manager’s Database-Open Architecture (CDMD-OA) has been designated as the central configuration data repositories. The SCLSIS contains configuration, logistics, and alteration records while the WSF is composed of configuration records replicated from CDMD-OA and supply support information (i.e. APL, parts data, etc.).                  

The following SCLSIS objectives SCLSIS are:

1.  Collect, maintain, and report current configuration status data of shipboard and other installed system/equipment, including all changes.

2.  Operate as an information system that links the various information systems used by logistics and configuration managers.

3.  Provide standards, requirements, and policies for collecting, maintaining, and reporting projected/actual configuration data.


SCLSIS is the mandated method for configuration status accounting for all active and reserve ships. It is designed to cover the life cycle of a ship from delivery through the operational and industrial phases. It encompasses all ship’s equipments (eg. HME, ELEX, ORD).  


The SCLSIS process has been developed to provide direct support to Fleet maintenance and material readiness. SCLSIS combines conventional configuration, alteration and logistics management processes into a single integrated system that interfaces with the Shipboard Non-Tactical ADP Program (SNAP) and OMMS-NG.  Additionally, SCLSIS accommodates all types of logistic support information (eg. PMS, MIPs, Technical Manuals (TM), etc.).  

     SCLSIS is designed to maintain a master Ship Configuration and Logistics Support Information (SCLSI) database for all ships and selected shore station as an adjunct to NAVICP's WSF. The WSF is automatically updated based on SCLSI data base maintenance transactions submitted by designated Configuration Data Managers (CDM). There is a CDM for each class of ship. Each CDM is responsible for the accuracy and maintenance of the configuration and logistics support data for all ships in that class.


The SCLSI database contains the configuration information related to each individual ship's installed and planned equipment hardware. It also identifies the applicable logistics support products required by the ship or shore station to properly operate and maintain that hardware. The SCLSI database must be maintained in synchronization with actual hardware installed and 

configuration changes reported by the fleet, otherwise erroneous funding expenditures for fleet modernization efforts and logistics support will result.  Additionally, SCLSIS is equipped to provide a reload of a ship’s SNAP database in the event there is damage to the integrity of SNAP files. NAVSEA (04L5) is the designated Program Manager for this system.

SCLSIS/SNAP/OMMS-NG Configuration and Supply Record File Relationship: 

· EQU - - Contains all type 2 and 4 records (equipments and ALT records) and configuration data for primary equipments i.e. equipment POP, AINACs of HME/ELEX/ORD equipments, W/C, etc.) 

· APL - - Contains the APL characteristics for equipments in the EQU and alterations in the LSD files

· COS - - Contains the piece part information for equipments in the EQU and LSD files 

· LSD - - Contains equipment alterations (type 4 records) data in the EQU file (i.e. ORDALT, EC, ECP, FC, MOD) and other technical data (i.e. TMs, DWGs, MIPs, etc.)   

· SUS - - Contains a record by Work Center/JSN for each reported configuration change awaiting review by ship and previously reported configuration change awaiting                response from the ship's Configuration Data Manager (CDM), rejected records after ASI processing, informational records that were reported upline, etc. 

· SRF - - Contains all COSAL type records (HME/MAM/OSI material allowed to be carried on board), stock records established in SNAP due to requisitioning, stock records with previous allowance and allowance type codes change due to ASI processing, and substitute stock records. 
· XRF - - Contains superseded/substitute Stock Numbers, and part numbers.

EQUIPMENT IDENTIFICATION/VALIDATION PROCEDURES:  

a.   EQUIPMENT IDENTIFICATION:

Equipment identification is the first step in reporting a maintenance action. In the past the Wheel Book, COSAL Indices and homegrown logs were relied on to identify APLs for ordering parts and reporting maintenance actions. Today, all logistics records are maintained in the SNAP database. Identification of equipment in the SNAP system is accessed by using available elements. There are seven (7) key data elements that can be used:

1. SWAB - The SWAB is the first four numbers in the Hierarchical Structure Code (HSC) identifying the system/subsystem in which the equipment is installed. For example, if you were looking for equipment in an Interior Communications System you would start by looking under the primary SWAB of 4300 for Interior Communications. A listing of the SWAB/SWILIN directory can be printed in SNAP. Typically, the SWAB is used as a system/subsystem identifier on the PMS Maintenance Requirement Card (MRC).

2. APL - The Allowance Parts List (APL) is a number assigned to an equipment by NAVICP and it identifies the equipment and components. Along with the number, SNAP includes an APL nomenclature that provides a one-line description of that equipment.

3. ESD - Equipment/System Designator (ESD) is the principal system or subsystem in to which a group of components are combined. For example, the MK-706/PRC-41, PP-3700/PRC-41 would have an ESD of PRC-4.

4. VM/ESN - Valve Mark/Electric Symbol Number (VM/ESN) is a specific valve or electric/electronic component used within a system when multiple uses of the same equipment are present in the same system, (i.e. ASW36).

5.  RIN - Record Identification Number (RIN) is a unique number assigned by the Configuration Data Manager (CDM). RINs are in the Ship's Configuration Logistics Information (SCLSI) database at Indian Head, MD. and in a ship’s SNAP database. The RIN identifies a specific piece of equipment in the ship.

6. EIC - Equipment Identification Code (EIC) identifies the relative position of an equipment or assembly within a given system or subsystem.

7.  LSD - Logistics Support Data (LSD) is descriptive data about a Logistics Support item. For example, an LSD could be a Maintenance Index Page (MIP), a Technical Manual Title, or a drawing number.   


Equipment identification can also be accomplished by printing hard copy COSAL, part I section A or B and Part I section C via the MDS subsystem in SNAP.  Part 1, section A lists all shipboard equipments by nomenclature sequence. Part 1, section B lists all shipboard equipments by Service Application Code (SAC) sequence. Part 1, section C lists all shipboard equipments by APL/AEL sequence to EIC to AILSIN sequence. This report is very helpful in processing maintenance actions and configuration changes. 

b.    EQUIPMENT VALIDATION:

An equipment validation is mandatory (2 equipments per week per W/C) and required by COMNAVSURFLANT.  Proper validations will help ensure all installed APL worthy equipments are registered in the WSF and properly COSAL supported.  The importance of equipment validation will report incorrect or updated equipments not documented in SCLSIS to the CDM, and trigger proper piece parts support, preclude erroneous maintenance data, wasted time, manpower, and money spent on repair efforts.  The only way to properly verify the ship's configuration accuracy is to perform a site validation of the equipment(s) or system(s) in question.  



Equipment validation requires a validation aid (VALAID) that can be printed by Equipment/APL/RIN, etc. in SNAP or OMMS-NG. This product is very useful in performing validation of documented equipments. Equipments that are undocumented (equipment not listed in SNAP and SCLSIS) should be validated in the General Distribution Allowance Parts List (GDAPL) using the equipment "NAME PLATE" data (i.e. MFR, reference number, Part Number, Cage Number, etc.) to obtain equipment to APL and functional description relationship. Any equipment believed to be APL worthy but not listed in the GDAPL and SNAP should be reported so that the CDM can take appropriate action.

AUTOMATED SHORE INTERFACE (ASI) PROCESSING:          

1.  ASI PROCESSING. ASI is the Navy system for transmitting Ship's Configuration and Logistics Support Information System (SCLSIS) data to the ship in order to provide direct support to fleet maintenance and material readiness. Prior to ASI processing, mandatory preparations must be conducted, (i.e. process systems back up, ASI checklist review by 3MC and Supply to ensure required MDS/SFM reports were run, VBI file cleared and any pending supply transactions processed). During ASI processing it is necessary for the SNAP user to closely monitor the ASI process to ensure that it functions the way it should as shown in the SNAP ASI Processing Guide.  The ASI check off list must be signed by the 3MC and Supply before/after running the ASI tape and retained from SMI to SMI.

12.  Depot Level Repairable (DLR) Management

Depot Level Repairables (DLR) Management requires close attention from the RPPO due to the high dollar value and financial impact on ship’s OPTAR.  Improper DLR management procedures can cause unplanned OPTAR expenditures for missing DLR turn-ins.  

Millions of OPTAR dollars and extensive man-hours are lost every fiscal year because of missing DLR turn-ins from ships.  RPPOs cannot expect to have a proficient DLR program in their department if no departmental policy is promulgated in accordance with applicable guidance for handling, ordering and turn-in of DLRs.  Once these policies are in place they must be rigorously enforced and adhered.  RPPOs must be involved in the DLR process from requisitioning to turn-in of NRFI carcass to Supply. 

The term Repairable refers to a component or part designated by the Item Manager (IM) as an item that can be economically repaired when it becomes unserviceable.  Repairable items are identified by Material Control Codes (MCC) D, E, G, H, Q or X. There are three types of repairables:

a. Depot Level Repairables, Non-Aviation (DLR)
b. Field Level Repairables (FLR)
c. Progressive Depot Level Repairables (PDLR)
1. Non-Aviation Depot Level Repairables (DLR) are identified by cognizant symbol (COG) 7H, 7E, 7G, 7Z, 7N, 7R, 2S, 2F with MCC codes of E, G, H, Q and X.  These DLRs must be turned-in to Supply for further transfer to a Designated Support Point (DSP) or Designated Overhaul Point (DOP) when they become unserviceable.  These items can only be repaired or condemned at the Depot level.   

2. Field Level Repairables (FLR) are identified by COGs of 1H, 1R and 3H with MCC of D and X. FLRs can be repaired or condemned at the organizational (ship) or Intermediate Maintenance Activity (IMA) level.  FLRs with a MCC of X must be treated like a regular DLR and turned in to Supply for further disposition.

3. Progressive Depot Level Repairables (PDLR) are associated with Micro Miniature (2M) repair.   PDLRs can be tested or repaired at the IMA level and returned to operation.  Both DLRs and FLRs can be classified as PDLRs.  PDLRs can be identified by MCC of E for DLRs and D for FLRs.

Material Control Codes:

D - FLR MCC code for components or parts that can be disposed locally.

E - Depot Level Repairables designated for intensive management under the Intensive

       Repairables Item Management (IRIM) program.      

G - FBM weapon system Depot Level Repairables requiring intensive management.

H - Depot Level Repairables not assigned MCC E, G, Q, and X.

Q - FBM weapon system Depot Level Repairables requiring special test, special report, or   

        periodic inspection.

X - Special program Depot Level Repairables.    

DLRs can be issued from storeroom stock or requisitioned as Direct Turn Over (DTO) on a one for one basis only.  It is imperative that the RPPO establish a shipboard policy that DLRs are not requisitioned without a valid NRFI turn-in on hand unless it is a valid Remain in Place (RIP) item. The RPPO should always have a DLR carcass turn-in for a storeroom issue or when ordered as a DTO requisition and not identified as RIP in FEDLOG. 

DLR requirements advice codes:

5A - Item required to replace missing or damaged DLR.  A DD Form 200 Survey document and Missing, Lost, Stolen or Recovered (MLSR) report number must be assigned for lost DLRs. However, it can be used for DLR requisitions chargeable to ship’s OPTAR only if the Type Commander (TYCOM) grants authority. Note: Surveys (DD-200) will only be processed for missing DLRs with standard unit price (STD U/P) of $6,000.00 – above and advice code of 5A will be used for all missing DLRs regardless of STD U/P IAW NAVSUP MSG. 261307Z FEB 01.                          
5G - NRFI carcass will be turned in to Supply on a one on one exchange basis.  

5S - Remain-In-Place (RIP) material.  This code indicates that the turn-in will be made upon receipt of the RFI part due to operational impact. All RIP items are identified in the Master Repairables Identification List (MRIL) section of FED-LOG with a RIP Code (RIP code of C, M, P, S, V, or Y). DLRs that are considered RIP with RIP code of “N” must have a supporting RIP certification sheet. See example below:

13.  Maintenance Assistance Modules (MAM) Management

Shipboard management of Maintenance Assistance Modules (MAM) will be IAW joint TYCOM instructions CNSLINST4440.3B/ CNSP4440.4A. Inventory management of MAMS requires RPPO and command attention to ensure readiness, accountability and the prudent management of OPTAR funds.  

MAMs are normally installed in equipment for brief periods as an aid to detecting faults. MAMs are designated by assignment of allowance note code "N" in the COSAL Allowance Parts Lists (APL).  If a repair part is required to avoid a CASREP and is not immediately available, the Department Head may authorize temporary usage of the MAM to keep the equipment operating until a replacement is procured. If a MAM part should fail during troubleshooting the part should be immediately reordered. A reorder where the MAM is identified as DLR, Remain-in-place advice code “5S” is not authorized.

A MAM may only be transferred to another ship with the direct permission of the TYCOM. The process for reordering MAM is as follows:

1. Initiate a 2K/Work Candidate (WC) for the job that was performed

2. Order the part. Ensure COSAL type “MAM” is used

3. Notify Supply that your request has been entered

4. After your request has been tech edited, approved and the 1250-1 printed you will be 

required to go to Supply and sign the 1250-1.

5. The 1250-1 will then be posted by Supply under the MAM COSAL type. It is imperative 

      that the part be ordered and posted using the MAM COSAL type.

6. Supply will then reorder the replacement part for your work center from the ship’s stock 

fund. 

Stocking of MAM material will be kept at a 100% allowance. A one-for-one replacement is required. MAMs are inventoried as required (i.e. Department Head turn over) and are the direct responsibility of the cognizant department/division and Supply Officer. MAM custodians will be designated by the cognizant 

Department Head.
