3A. STATUS: SEA 04 AND SURFOR CONCUR WITH NAVSAFCEN RECOMMENDATION FOR AT LEAST 48 HOUR REST AND REPAIR PERIOD WILL NORMALLY BE SCHEDULED FOLLOWING FAST CRUISE AND PRIOR TO START OF SEA TRIALS.
