4. Summary of findings:

This investigation was initiated after allegations surfaced of
an inappropriate romantic relationship between the Commanding
Officer, USS TRUXTUN (DDG 103), CDR Timothy Weber, USN, and a
b@é junior officer of the same
Command., The initial allegation was forwarded to Commander,
Destroyer Squadron Twenty Two by an active duty Navy Captain.
This Navy Captain’s spouse is friends with the spouse of CDR
Weber. She had indicated that CDR Weber’s wife had mentioned to
her that CDR Weber was involved in an on-going, romantic
relationship with a female, junior officer from his command.
The Navy Captain felt it was his duty to bring this information
forward considering CDR Weber was in command of a U.S. Naval
vessel and in clear viclation of both naval regulations and Navy
core values.

This investigation substantiated the allegation as detailed
above, in that a relationship between CDR Weber and b6

was established. This relationship began in June, 2009,
during a port visit in Mayport, FL. The relationship further
developed in July, 2009 when CDR Weber spent the night at &8

apartment after a night of scocializing with junior

officers from the wardroom in Norfolk, Virginia. This
relationship appears to be on-going to the present time.

This investigation began on 11 February 2010 with an interview
of CDR Weber by the Investigating Officer, in which CDR Weber,
after receiving proper rights advisement, denied any and all

improper relations between himself and any member of his crew.
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Several members of the wardroom were then interviewed as
detailed in the enclosed summaries of witness interviews.
Through the course of these interviews, it became apparent that
CDR Weber had engaged in several questionable interactions with
junior officers of his Command. It was discovered that rumors
existed among some of the junior officers in the wardroom that a
possible inappropriate relationship may have transpired between
CDR Weber and b6 during a Mayport, FL port visit in June
2009.

b6 had previously been the top-performing b§ on board
TRUXTUN until her downward spiral after the summer months of
2009 which eventually lead to her b6
b in November 2009 and removal from the
ship b6 in December 2009. She is currently assigned
temporary duty to b6 R

b & was interviewed on 12 February 2010 and denied any
relationship with the Commanding Officer, as well as any
inappropriate relationships with any officer of the USS TRUXTUN.
She was asked on multiple occasions about the circumstances of
her professional demise while on board. She indicated that

The Commanding Officer, CDR Weber, was then re-interviewed on 12
February 2010. At that time, arnd upon rights advisement, he
exercised his Article 31(b) rights under the Uniform Code of
Military Justice and requested to seek counsel prior to further
questioning:

At 0800 on 17 February, the Investigating Officer and Legal
Advisor met with CDR Weber on board USS TRUXTUN. CDR Weber
provided a written statement (see Encl. 4) in which he requested
to retract his prior testimony and admitted to an inappropriate,
on-going, consensual, and physically intimate relationship with
a junior officer who was under his Command. A subsequent re-
interview of the Commanding Officer revealed, after proper
rights advisement, that the female in question was in fact,

b6 USN. This interview occurred at 03900 on 17
February on board USS TRUXTUN.

CDR Weber indicated that the relationship is on-going to the
present with b® and that he has seen her within the past
week, as well as spoken to her since her interview related to
this investigation held on Friday, 12 February. Because of the
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long-standing nature of this relationship that encompasses the
period of time related to b6 , we cannot rule
out the possibility of b

b & . A summary of this interview is attached (see
Eficl. 6).

b6 was re-interviewed by the Investigating Officer and
Legal Officer at 1100 on 17 February. After proper rights
advisement, b6 exercised her right to consult with counsel
and terminated the interview.

b6 then consulted counsel on the morning of 18 February
2010. She was then contacted by the Legal Advisor to resume the
interview and she again exercised her right to remain silent and
refused to cooperate further with this investigation.

5. Recommendations:

Based on CDR Weber’s written testimony, I believe he is in
violation of Article 92 (Fraternization), Article 134
(Adultery), and Article 107 (False Official Statement). I
recommend that CDR Timothy Weber, USN, be relieved of Command of
USS TRUXTUN (DDG 103). CDR Weber has engaged in an
inappropriate, sexual relationship with a female, junior officer
of his Command. With regard to this investigation, he has made
several false official statements and thereby intensified the
scrutiny and intrusive nature in this matter and further
infected the wardroom on board, while at-the same time, calling
his own credibility into question. His inappropriate ;
relationship with b6 is a clear violation of the Navy
fraternization policy and raises doubts about his judgment,
fairness and his ability to properly lead the officers and crew
under his Command.

I recommend that CDR Weber be disciplined by his Immediate
Superior in Command via Non-Judicial Punishment. His inability
to follow naval regulations should be made a part of his
permanent record.

I believe b6 is in violation of Article 92
(Fraternization) and Article 107 (False Official Statement) and
similarly recommend that b & be disciplined via Non-

Judicial Punishment for her violations of naval regulations.

T recommend a Command Climate Survey be conducted on board USS
TRUXTUN (DDG 103) at the earliest opportunity to determine what
the command climate onboard is in order to formulate a plan of
action to restore this command to health as required.
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With regard to other possible fraternization misconduct on
board, the extent of inappropriate relations among crew members
and the knowledge or perception associated thereto must be
examined and properly addressed by the new Commanding Officer.

While living down there, he did go out on numerous occasions with the b6
and b0 ,aswellasthe h@E - all male.

When asked about his personal family life, CO mentioned that there were no
issues at home - other than his wife being busy with four kids.

There have been several discussions about his pending orders to Millington and
whether to move the entire family down there — or whether to Geo-Bachelor.
They are figuring this out.. it is a challenge.

His normal work hours: arrives shortly after Colors and leaves the ship between
1500 and 1730. He has not spent any nights on board the ship — other than
underways. One exception was during the week of LCOA. He has come in on
weekends occasionally and over the Christmas holiday since he did not take any
leave.

He and his wife have one residence and they own no rental property or otherwise
in the area.

I respectfully request that you allow me to retract my answer to your question surrounding the
validity of the allegations made against me. I have been involved in an inappropriate
relationship while in Command of USS TRUXTUN. The relationship was with a junior officer
previously under my command, was consensual in nature and did not involve any coercion,
intimidation, harassment, threats or favoritism on my part.

1 had a serious lapse in judgment that led to a grave professional and personal mistake—a
mistake that is inconsistent with my over 19 years of honorable service. My family is aware of
my situation, and my wife of 17-years has been aware of my relationship with this officer for
some time. We have been in counseling for the past four months, and I deeply regret the pain I
have caused her and my four children. My worst fear would be for my mistakes to destroy the
incredible sacrifices they have made while supporting my career and the Navy. The hardest
conversation I have ever had was when I sat my older boys down and told them of my mistakes.

Over my entire 32-months in Command of PCU/USS TRUXTUN I believe I never compromised
the integrity of the Command; morale is high and we have a proven track record of successes,
most recently LOA, MRI, Nav Checkride and Air Certification. In my time as CO, we have had
zero DUIs and only one drug related case (a deserter). We have performed exceptionally well
during all operational tasking, to include independent sub escort across the Atlantic and an entire
summer of Combat Systems testing, which included six live missile firings and hundreds of
rounds fired from our 5” gun. Further, we conducted a highly successful Search and Rescue
mission in the Gulf of Mexico, saving a father/daughter sailing team that had been adrift for 5
days. The shipélas a solid reputation, supported by a recent breakout FITREP from

b .

Despite these Command successes, I understand that I have made serious errors and take full
responsibility for my personal conduct. It is my belief, however, that through all of this, I
maintained TRUXTUN in a high state of readiness. I am distraught over the ramifications my
actions may have on the ship and her great crew.

[ understand that my actions have compromised my career and that I am owed absolutely nothing
by you or the Navy. Nevertheless, I am hopeful that you will be willing to take my past
honorable service into account and that you will consider the following possibilities:

1. 1 respectfully request to be allowed to remain in Command until an accelerated
Change of Command can be arranged and then retire at the earliest opportunity (retirement
eligible on 11 May 2010). This course of action would minimize the negative fallout on this
great crew and certainly would minimize any further embarrassment to my family and the Navy, -
including our Ship Sponsors and the many supporters of TRUXTUN associated with our recent
Commissioning in Charleston, SC.

2. If option 1 is out of the question, I would deeply appreciate being allowed to step
aside now as quietly as possible while being allowed to preserve my retirement for the sake of
my family. They have endured 9 moves in 16 years and countless other challenges and
difficulties common to all Navy families. If [ don’t deserve this, then I feel strongly that they

certainly do.

The fault for all this falls squarely on my shoulders, and I can only blame myself for the current
situation. I truly love the Surface Navy and our great officers and sailors and apologize for my
actions.

the beach, They all went back up to Admin and it was later that the COand [ @
returned to the beach.

The group initially went to Red Dog for dinner and they were sitting at a side-
walk table. b 6 and his wife showed up for a while and joined them at this
table.
The CO was sitting on the opposite side of the table from b 6§  They then
took cabs to lower Granby Street and went to two different bars. The group still
consisted of b b G bE ; &P and the CO.

% G was the first to leave that cvanmg
The CO then left to hail a cab to return to the base. As he was standing waiting
forthecab, p @ came out of the bar and said she needed to get back too.
Nothing happened at the bar, however CO put himself in a bad position.
When b6  gotinto the cab, the intent was to take her the 5 blocks to her
apartment and drop her off. However, when they got to her apartment, she invited
the CO in and he spent the night with her.
The CO then took a cab home the following morning back to the base and came
back for his car later.
According to the CO, their ship-board/professional relationship did not change.
She was the top-performing [k @ at that time.

At some point, she did b6 and her performance changed. The CO
was not informed b @

The CO’s wife has been aware of this relationship. They have been having

marital problems and are trying to work through this. His wife has known since

the latter half of the summer.

When asked how his wife knew about the affair, the CO said that he admitted to it

after his wife confronted him about it.

- The relationship-was still on-going — and remains on-going to the present.

The CO would not answer the question as to where he is currently living. He

admitted that he is not staying with his wife in their home and that he is

sometimes staying with a friend.

TheCO has spokento b6  since last week. She mentioned to the CO that

she had been interviewed as part of this investigation.

The CO admitted to staying at b6 apartment previously but that he never

slept at b apartment.

When asked about his trip to Newport, Rhode Island while three of his junior

officers wereat b€ the CO indicated that he proposed the trip to meet with
b6  to getabetter understanding of the transition from paper to electronic

navigation. While there, he was able to meet with fellow officers at the

Command Leadership School and other courses, as well as visit with family that

he has in the area.

Headmitted that 28 . 086 and b6 were all up in

Newportat b® at the same time. The CO denied having any interactions with

any of the officers while there. He initially said he did not see any of them there,

but when confronted with the information that he witnessed b 6 in

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the Simulator, he confirmed that he did pop in to observe b6 at that
time.
He did not have any social interaction with the three junior officers because he
knew that b 6 and b B were friends and he did not want to be
compromised in others discovering the relationship.

The CO did not think anyone would pick up on their relationship or on any
signals as he thought he was careful.
The CO had no ideas of rumors on the ship although he was quite stressed out
about the risks involved.
Before ©©  hadleftfor b @  her Department Head had expressed
concerns to the CO about her. The DH thought she was having a bit of a cocky
attitude. The CO got the old XO involved. Although he was still in a relationship
with her, he was trying to keep his personal and professional life separate.
Although she was having difficulty with the b6 the CO trusted
the [ ¢ —who has recently screened for a b@
The COknew that &6  may have been seeing other people; they never
discussed having an exclusive relationship.
The relationship was on-again / off-again throughout September. His wife knew
about it and it was rather traumatic at home,
The CO would see her a couple of times per week. He would go over to her
place, meet up for lunch and things of that sort.

b @  did have roommates — though he only knew the one civilian one. He
never met any of her military roommates.
The relationship with B 6 is still on-going - although they have not seen
each other recently. He is separated from his wife and they are working to
establish a friendship for the sake of the children.
He does not have any other residences nor is he renting any other space. He does
not live on the ship because he never thought it was a good 1dea for the Captain to
be living on the ship.

He talked
about perception issues with the crew.
He believes the interaction with other officers was spread over so many months
apart that his actions did not infect the crew.
